The radio module reach long distances without cables for up to 12 outputs of the Water Controller 3000. The module is
connected to the 24Vac outputs of the irrigation controller, using a radio signal activates the receivers. Receivers can

activate latch solenoids or latch relays for water pumps.

1.1 EQUIPMENT DESCRIPTION
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WATER CONTROLLER 3000, irrigation controller with activation outputs for 24Vac valves.

Transmitter of the radio module, detects the activation of the outputs of the irrigation controller, it sends a radio
signal to the receiver of the radio module.

Receiver of the radio module, receives the orders to activate/deactivate its outputs.

3.1 SETUP

Key for each receiver
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There are four leds in the receiver.

1. Red, when flashes change battery.

2. Green, flash when receives an order.

3. Yellow, used in the procedure to recognice the transmitter.
4. Green, if it is on more than ten seconds there is an error.

Recognice of the receiver with the transmitter.

1.- Desconnect the battery of the receiver.

2.- Connect the battery.

3.- Two leds will be on (green and yellow).

4.- Wait the green led to switch off.

5.- When the yellow led is the only on, press the key of the transmitter to assign a position (A, B, or C)
6.- Yellow led will switch off

7.- The receiver is recogniced by the transmitter.

Note: It is not necessary to repeat this procedure when changing the battery of the receiver.

Coverage detection.

Press A+P at the same time to enter in test coverage detection mode

The green led will flash when receivin the signal.

Depending on the flahes it shows the reception quality of the signal. Flashes can go between 8 (very good
reception) and 1(very bad reception). It is not recomended to use the system with less than 5 flashes.

There are two transmitters in the same installation.

Press at the same time A & B of the first transmitter. This causes a delay when transmitting the first transmitter,
and the second transmitter can comunicate without interferences.

To take out this configuration press B & C.
