Oiling is imperative to keep the machine in good operating
condition, Pour oil in the reservoir (capacity 45 cc). To begin
the flow of oil to the machire, push the button of the
lubricator ten times continuously before starting the
machine. This should dispense enough oil for an average
running of four hours under normal eperating conditions. Do
not run the machine without oil as it could causes a machine
failure or break down.
